· Establishing and implementing minimum service delivery standards at all levels.

· Improving Paramedic/Doctors ratios and setting up facilities for producing Nurses and Paramedics.

· Introduction of effective management systems for human resource, inventory control, information control, planning and monitoring of operations in secondary/tertiary health facilities.

·  Reforming Medico Legal System.

· Design and implement school health and child nutrition program.

· Health insurance for vulnerable groups and Govt. employees etc. 

· Establishment of centers of excellence in various disciplines. (Dialysis Centers and Child & Maternal Health Services etc.)
