EDUCATION
Vision:   

Provide access and quality education to all the students to make them skilled and highly educated, meeting the employment demand and contributing to productive human resource. 

Economic & Social Potential: 

· Skilled based/literate labour force: 

· Universal Primary Education and enhancement in literacy rate.

· Gender equality and empower women.

· Increase enrollment and retention rate of students.

· Productive human resource. 

Strategy:  

· To increase enrollment & reduce drop out by imparting quality education and skills.

· To increase access and retention, new institutions will be established and adequate facilities (furniture, electricity, water bathrooms and boundary walls) will be provided. In addition a school maintenance programme will be established. 

· New institutions will be established on the basis of needs where appropriate 2 primary schools (1 male and 1 female) in each union council will be opened under Prime Minister’s directive. 

· Female teachers will be preferred in posting especially in primary schools.

· School management committees (SMCs) will be established and trained to assist school administration in solving school problems including maintenance. 

· Communities will be encouraged to participate in the construction of school facilities through motivational campaigns.

· For providing better physical facilities to the new and existing schools priority will be given to rural and backward areas.

· Vocational subjects will be introduced in middle and secondary education from classes VI to X.

· Market oriented subjects will be introduced at higher secondary and graduate level.

· Compulsory primary education will be introduced through legislation.

· Computer literacy programme will be introduced in middle schools. For this purpose computer laboratories will be established with middle schools and necessary equipment will be provided for computer courses alongwith the recruitment of computer teachers. 

· Educational managers and supervisors will be trained in management and supervision.
