Physical Planning & Housing

GENERAL

Physical Planning & Housing Sector comprises Buildings, Public Health Engineering and Central Design Office and is mandated to design, prepare and implement Public Sector schemes besides deposit works. Sector is determined to implement P.M’s AJ&K Vision keeping the Mid Term Development Framework (MTDF) targets in view. However institutional strengthening is the dire need of the Sector. PUBLIC HEALTH ENGINEERING

Vision


To improve quality of life of the people of AJK by providing safe drinking water & sanitation coverage to urban areas of the State.

Economic / Social Potential


GoAJK is seriously concerned to provide clean drinkable water to all the cities and towns of AJ&K at minimum charges levied on consumers and subsidy are being picked by GoAJK. Eventually tariff is required to be enhanced to provide clean water to the people. Healthy human beings are real asset and valuable for economic growth.

Strategy


The objective of vision can be achieved by opting following strategies:

· Systematic improvements in the quality and need of water supply through rationalization of user charges and improved metering mechanism. 

· Proper management of ground / water resources and conservation at appropriate places.

· Establishment of water testing labs to monitor the quality.

· Implementation of water supply and sanitation mega scheme at Mirpur city and hamlets.

Targets

· Public Health Engineering has set the following targets to implement P.M’s Vision effectively:

· Construction of water supply scheme at Bhimber Mirpur, Kotli, Pallandri, Rawalakot, Bagh and Muzaffarabad.

· 18 schemes costing Rs.2309 million are under implementation. Current Financial Year ADP is 177 million. Besides Mega Water Supply Schemes Mirpur / hamlets costing Rs. 3083.961 million.

· To provide a reliable supply of water provision for generators at pumping stations.

· To provide water supply to uncovered town and renovation of existing network.

· Study of Poonch River as source to provide water supply to Sensa Town.

· Submission of Neela But water supply scheme for CDWP, as cleared by AJKCDC.

· Submission of schemes according to Master Planning.

Target for 2008-09

· Implementation of 18 schemes according to allocation.

· Implementation of drainage schemes Kotli Water Supply Scheme, Hajira, Bhimber and greater water supply Rawalakot, Sensa, Mirpur & installation of tube well at Kashmir Hourse, Dirkot (Neela But), Charroi Kotli & Khuiratta.

· Generator at Makri Muzaffarabad & other pumping station.

· Implementation of federally funded water supply & sewerage scheme Mirpur and hamlets.
