A GLANCE THROUGH THE BASIC
ECONOMIC FACTS AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES

GENERAL:

Azad Jammu and Kashmir lies between Longitude
73° - 75%and Lititude 33° - 36 °with an area of 5134 Sq. Miles

or 13297 Sq. Kilometres.

The topography is mainly hilly and mountaineous
with valleys and stretches of plains. The area is full of . natural
beauty with thick forest, fast flowing rivers and curly streams.
The main rivers are Jhelum, Neelum and Poonch. The climate is
sub-tropical highland type with an average yearly rainfall of150
cms. The elevation ranges from 360 metres in the south to 6325
metres in the north. The snowline in winter is around 1200
metres above sea level while in summer it rises to 3300 metres.

According to the Population census of - 1981 the total
population is 1.980 million, which is estimated to be over 2. 518
million in 1990. Almost 100% of the population is Muslim.
91% of the total population is rural, whereas, 9% is urban. The
denisty of population is 189 persons per sq. kilometre as against
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134 persons per sq. kilometre in Pakistan. The literacy ratio
is 28.3% (1981 census). ;;

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The area under forests is about 553099 hectares,
which is approximately 42% of the total geographical area as
compared to 3% in Pakistan. Some of the important species of
trees are Deodar, Kail, Fur, Spruce, Cheer and others.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Azad Kashmir has a parliamentary form of Govern-
ment. The President of Azad Jammu and Kashmir is the Head of
State, while the Prime Minister supported by a council of Ministers
is the Chief Executive. It has its own Supreme Court and a
High Court besides Legislative Assembly comprising 40 directly,
8 indirectly elected (3 males and 5 females) members.

Azad Kashmlr is divided into five administrative
dlstncts viz, Muzaffarabad, Poonch, Bagh, Mirpur and Kotli,
with Muzaffarabad town as the capital of the state.

The people’s participation is available through the
elected institutions of local bodies. There are 180 Union Councils,
12 Town Committees, 30 Markaz Councils and 7 Mumcnpal
Committees, with 16 sub-divisions and tehsils and 1644 Villages.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT :

It would be correct to say that at the time of parti-
tion in 1947, the economy in Azad Jammu and Kashmir was on
subsistance level. However, the determination to build the area
was there. So, it was in early 70’s that economic development of
the area started in right earnest. Even though the financial re-
sources were very limited, the planners made good efforts in laying
down a proper path for the rapid development of the area.

At present in I'mid 1990 the installed Grid capacity is 101
MVA. The transmission lines have been extended to 1365 villages
(11100 Kilometres) out of 1644 viliages and about 240863
consumers have been provided connections. The per capita electri-
city delivered for consumption in Azad Kashmir is 168 KWH
in 1990. At the time of independence, power facility was practi-
cally non-existant in Azad Jammu and Kashmir. The Government

is laying great emphasis for generating electricity in order to meet

the growing domestic as well as industrial requirements. Assuch,
it was planned to launch a programme of constructing a number of
small Hydel stations, and two such stations have been completed
so far in this regard.
