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A GLANCEAT THE BASIC FACTS
AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES
GENERAL

Azad Jammu and Kashmir lies between longitude 78° - 75°
and latitude 33° - 36° and comprises 5,134Sq. Miles or 13,297 Sq Kilometres.

The topography is mainly hilly and mountainous with valleys
and stretches of plains. The area is full of natural beauty with thick forest, fast
flowing rivers and winding streams. The main rivers are Jhelum, Neelum and
Poonch. The climate is sub-tropical highland type with an average yearly
rainfall of 150 cm. The elevation ranges from 360 metres in the south to 6325
metres in the north. The snow line in winter is around 1200 metres above sea
level while in summer it rises to 3300 metres.

According to the Population Census of 1981, the last held,
the total population is 1.980 million, and is estimated to be over 2.726 million
in 1993. Almost 100% of the population is Muslim. 90% of the total
population is rural, and 10% is urban. The density of population is 205
persons per Sq. Kilometre as against 153 in Pakistan in 1993.

The literacy rate was recorded 28.3 % by the 1981 census, but
1s estimated at 43% in 1993.

The total farm family income was estimated at Rs. 9721 in
1981, out of which Rs. 6902 i.¢. 71 % was derived from off-farm activities and
Rs 2819,i..29% from the farms. Estimates of more recent surveys (1991 and
1992) put the average annual household income at around Rs 41,000 and
Rs 68,000resp., which implies some Rs 5000 or maximally Rs 7300 per capita.
The average GNP per capita in Pakistan was Rs 10,358 (mp) in 1991-92
(Figures of PERI Survey-1992).

The total area under cultivation is around 171,402hectares which is
about 13 % of the total territory. The average farm size is only 1.4 hectare, half
of which is cultivated; a large proportion of farm land is unculturable waste,
including forest. The major crops are Maize followed by Wheat, Rice and
Millet while the minor crops include Grams, Pulses, Oil-Seeds and Vegetables.
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The area under fruit cultivation is about 7996 hectares. The most
important fruits are Apples, Pears, Apricots, Walnuts and Plums. The arca
controlled by Forest department is about 566,969 hectares, which is 42.6 % ot
the total geographical area as compared to 3% public forest land in Pakistan.
Some of the important species of trees are Deodar, Kail, Fur, Spruce, Cheer
and others.

GOVERNMENT

Azad Kashmir has a parliamentary form of
Government. The President of Azad Jammu and Kashmir is the Head of
State, while the Prime Minister, supported by a council of Ministers, is the
Chief Executive. Azad Kashmir has its own Supreme Court and a High Court
besides Legislative Assembly comprising 40 directly, and 8 indirectly elected
members (3 males and 5 females).

ADMINISTRATION

Azad Kashmir is divided into two divisions, i.e. Muzattarabad
and Mirpur, and five administrative districts, viz. Muzatfarabad, Poonch, Bagh,
Mirpur and Kotli, with Muzaftarabad town as the capital of the state.

The people’s participation in the political process is ensured
through the elected institutions of local bodies. There are 182 Union Councils,
12 Town Commuittees, 30 Markaz Councils and 2 Municipal Corporations and
5 Municipal Committees, with 17 sub-divisions and tehsils and 1646 Villages.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

It would be correct to say that at the time of partition in
1947, the economy in Azad Jammu and Kashmir was on subsistence level.
However, the determination to develop the area was there. It was in early 70's
that the economic development of the area started in earnest. Even though the
financial resources were very limited, the planners made good efforts in laying
down a proper path for the rapid development of the area.
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PHYSICAL INFRASTRUCTURE
a. ROADS

Roads and air transport are the only modes of transportation
in Azad Jammu and Kashmir. The present road length position and the
comparison with the position in 1947 is given below:-

b. POWER

: At present, in mid 1993, the installed Grid capacity is 166 MVA. The
transmission lines have been extended to 1444 villages (12,761 Kilometres) out
of 1559 and about 252,497 consumers have been provided with connections.
The per capita electricity delivered for consumption in Azad Kashmir is 189
KWH in 1993. At the time of independence, power facility was practically non-
existent in Azad Jammu and Kashmir. The Government lays great emphasis
on generating electricity in order to meet the growing domestic as well as
industrial requirements. As such, it was planned to launch a programme of
constructing a number of small Hydel stations, and two such stations have
been completed so far.

c PIPED WATER SUPPLY

In case of urban areas, 90% of the population has been provided with
a piped water supply through house connections and the remaining 10%
through public stands. So far, 45% of rural population has been provided
Water supply. At the time of independence availability of piped water supply
Wwas non-existent. In urban areas, the per capita availability of water was 20
GPD which was planned to be increased to 60 GPD, by the end of the year
1994,
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SOCIAL INFRASTRUCTURE

a. HEALTH FACILITIES

There are 1366 hospital beds available in the area averaging
0.501 per 1000 population. The number of doctors is 414 including
specialists and dental surgeons, givingan average of 0.152 per 1000
population as compared to' the national average of 0.180. The
comparison of health facilities in 1947 and present position is given

in a table on page 16.

b. EDUCATION

In Azad Jammu and Kashmir 97% of boys and 82% girls of
the primary age group (5-9) years are in schools as compared with national
average of 80% and 32% respectively. It is planned to effect 100% enrolment
both for boys and girls at primary level by the end of the year 1993 as against
the target year of 1997 fixed by national education policy..

The number of educational institutions in 1947 and their

increase over the years is given in the table on the page 15 which shows the
quantum of progress made in this field in Azad Kashmir. Two new polytechnic
institutes, one at Rawalakot and the other at Muzaffarabad, will be opened in
the coming years.

AIRPORTS

In order to provide easy and fast means of travel, the
Government of Azad Jammu and Kashmir in collaboration with the Civil
Aviation Authority of Pakistan, has constructed two small airports  at
Muzatfarabad and Rawalakot in recent years, sufficient for Twin Otter
landing. There are plans to construct two more airports at Mirpur and Kotli
in the coming years.
