Azad Jammu and Kashmir is the Head of State, while the Prime Minister, supported by
a council of Ministers, is the Chief Executive. Azad Kashmir has its own Supreme Court
and a High Court besides Legislative Assembly comprising 40 directly, and 8 indirectly
elected members (3 either male or females i.e. Technocrats, Mashaikhs, and Overseas
Pakistanis and 5 females).
